hereinafter referred to as the “Licensor, Author”, on the one hand, and the editorial staff of the On-line Scientific Journal  Research Results in Biomedicine (founded by the Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher Education “Belgorod State National Research University”), hereinafter referred to as the “Licensee” in the person of the Chief Editor Mikhail I. Churnosov, acting on the basis of the Editors' Charter, on the other hand, in a joint statement of the "Parties" have concluded the following agreement:
1. The Subject of the Agreement
1.1. The Licensor provides the Licensee with a non-exclusive right to use the work in the Russian On-line Scientific Journal Research Results in Biomedicine (hereinafter referred to as the “Journal”) to the extent established by this Agreement.
1.2. The object of copyright, the right of use of which is granted under this Agreement, is the article «________________________________________________________________________________»
(Article title)

 (further referred to as the “Article”).
1.3. The article length is ________ pages.

1.4. The article is transferred to the Licensee in the following order: posted by registering on the official site of Belgorod State University in the Licensor’s personal account or sent to a series of electronic versions of the article and review.

2. Rights and Obligations 
2.1. Under this Agreement, the Licensor grants the Licensee the following rights:
2.1.1. The right to reproduce the Article in the version of the Journal hosted on the Internet, with access to the Article free of charge;
2.1.2. The right of reproduction of the Article in the version of the Journal published on CD-ROM, with a circulation of not more than 500 copies;
2.1.3. The right to issue, including the right to publish the Article
2.1.4. The right to distribute the Article in any way by non-commercial distribution of copies of CD-ROM among users of the Journal;

2.1.5. The right to import for distribution.
2.1.6. The right to transfer the full text of the Article in an electronic form to Russian libraries and Russian and foreign databases for publication and increase of the citation index of the author and the Journal.  
2.1.7. The right to publish the Article on network resources of the Database, on a local network and on the Internet to access publications online under the following conditions:

· The access to the Article is free of charge;

· The article may be copied, quoted exclusively for non-commercial purposes in compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.
2.2. It is not allowed to change, distribute, publish the Article in hard copy and perform other actions that violate copyright.
2.3. The Licensee shall, at the request of the Licensor, provide him/ her with an opportunity to familiarize himself/ herself with documents containing information about the use of the Article.

2.4. The Licensor guarantees that he/ she has the rights to the Article and that the use of the Article in “The Research Results in Biomedicine” Journal, including the databases online resources under the terms of this permission, will not lead to a violation of the third-party rights and a conflict of interest. 

2.5. The Licensor may independently use the Article or grant any rights to use it to third parties. 

2.6. The copyright protection for the Article is exercised by the Licensor independently.
3. The terms and territory for which the rights are transferred
3.1. The rights to use the Articles specified in Paragraph 2.1 of this Agreement are transferred by the Licensor to the Licensee for use throughout the world.

3.2. The rights to use the Articles specified in Paragraph 2.1 of this Agreement are transferred by the Licensor to the Licensee for use for a period of 5 years.
4. Responsibilities
4.1. Using the Article in a manner not provided for in this Agreement, either upon termination of the Agreement, or otherwise outside the rights granted to the Licensee hereunder, entails liability for violation of the exclusive right to a work established by the Civil Code of the Russian Federation. 
4.2. The Licensor bears all types of liability to third parties who have claimed their rights to the Article referred to in Paragraph 1.2. of this Agreement, reimburses the Licensee for all costs associated with third-party claims of copyright infringement.

5. Dispute Resolution
5.1. All disputes and disagreements that may arise between the Parties and on issues that are not resolved in the text of this Agreement will be resolved through negotiations.

5.2. If disputes are not settled in the negotiation process, disputes are resolved in court in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

6. Ending
6.1. This Agreement comes into force from the moment of its signing by the Parties and is valid for the period specified in Paragraph 3.2. of this Agreement, but may not exceed the duration of the exclusive right.  

6.2. In all other respects that are not stipulated by this Agreement, the parties are guided by the current legislation.
6.3. Any changes and additions to this Agreement are valid, provided that they are made in writing and signed by the Parties.
6.4. The Parties are entitled to terminate the Agreement by mutual consent of the Parties, provided that such consent to terminate is in writing and is signed by each of the Parties. 
6.5. The Agreement is made in two copies, one for each of the Parties.
